Postgraduate Certificate in the Children’s University Practitioner

The Children’s University’s provision is for 7-14 year olds (and 5 to 6 year olds with their families), it is out of school hours and it is voluntary. The focus is on encouraging inquisitiveness and exploring subjects in breadth and depth, utilising collaborative and individual learning, using a variety of learning styles and intelligences across all abilities. The CU fosters self confidence through personalised learning and in doing so promotes a different style of learning. The CU model is not attainment driven and credit is awarded to students for actively engaging in a positive learning experience or activity.

The CU requires different approaches and mindsets to traditional outcome-driven classroom practice. Hence the need for a bespoke postgraduate offer.

This bespoke provision  counts towards an MA in Education.

The Postgraduate Certificate comprises  two modules:

1.      The Children’s University Practitioner 30 credits (Level 7)
2.      Mentoring and Coaching (30 credits Level 7)

Teaching and Learning

The learning strategies will require students to commit 300 learning hours for each 30 credit module. There will be 15  hours of class contact per module, which will usually be spread across Saturday schools. There will also be a dedicated virtual learning environment (VLE), which will  host structured online learning activities, be used to facilitate the exchange of ideas and act as a repository for resources.
Independent study will require participants to take responsibility for relating the issues addressed in this module to their personal experience, for reading and thinking about their work as CU practitioners and relating all this to their own professional context.
