Neil Bradbrook has reached John O’Groats!
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Neil Bradbrook, son of our Chair, Dr J Sandy Bradbrook, has completed his epic bike ride from Lands End to John O’Groats and raised £945 in support of the Children’s University (CU) Trust!  

Neil’s route clocked up a very impressive 1,100 miles over 11 days, and incorporated not only the famous start and end points of this traditional ride, but also took him to Lizard Point and Dunnet Head (respectively the most southerly and northerly points of our mainland).  Neil’s journey commenced on Saturday17th of May at Lands End, and included stops at Fowley, Exeter, Bath, Bristol, Ludlow, Bolton, Kendal, Gretna, Edinburgh, Glencoe and Bonar Bridge, before arriving at John O’Groats on Tuesday 27th May, 2014. 
‘We were delighted when we heard that Neil decided to support the Children’s University by cycling from Lands End to John O’Groats.  In April 2013, Neil suffered a serious bike accident having a head on collision with a car, and was lucky to survive, meaning he was unable to get back on a bike for most of last year.  As you can imagine, getting back to cycling after such a horrific experience is quite a big deal – let alone cycling 1000 miles!  With only four months of training time under his belt, Neil’s challenge was most certainly a notable one and will hopefully have encouraged young people to get out on their bikes and most importantly – remind them to be safe and wear a helmet.  We greatly admire Neil’s courage and are very proud of his achievement!’
